Only 3.6% of the land area in Columbia is within
an Architectural Conservation District or
Protection Area leaving over 96% of the city’s land
area NOT regulated by historic design guidelines

Protection of historic districts consistently
results in greater appreciation of home values
over time and movre resilience during economic
downturns.

Columbia’s economy through tourism, job
creation, and increased property values.
